· The applicant must agree to their inclusion in a list of all ONS Accredited Researchers,  published on the ONS website;

· The applicant may only work on projects with the supervising Accredited Researcher;

· An Accredited Researcher must agree to direct, supervise and take responsibility for all work undertaken by the applicant and support their application;

· An Accredited Researcher must agree to publish the results of all research projects completed through the Approved Researcher Scheme[footnoteRef:1]; [1:  ONS may grant exemptions to these criteria in exceptional circumstances (e.g. where there are security concerns around naming individuals, or there is a need for confidentiality in the consideration of sensitive policy development within Government)] 


· The application must explain how the individuals skills will contribute to any research projects they work on;

· Both the applicant and the supervising Accredited Researcher must be contracted to the same organisation/institute; and

· Both the applicant and the Accredited Researcher must sign and adhere to a formal Accredited Researcher Declaration.

ONS Provisional Researcher Accreditation will last for a period of one year.
