Note on estimates for care workers
The estimates given in the results tables for ‘Care workers (Standard Occupational Classification (SOC) 6135 & 6136 – equiv. SOC10 6145 & 6146, SOC 2000 6115)’ have been produced in order to allow continuity with ASHE results for previous years that were produced on the basis of the Standard Occupational Classification (SOC) 2000.  From 2021, ASHE results are produced on the basis of the SOC 2020, which replaced the SOC 2010 in 2021.
The care workers category was created by combining the SOC 2020 codes 6135 (care workers and home carers) and 6136 (senior care workers).  Combining these codes gives a group that is equivalent to the SOC 2000 code 6115 (care assistants and home carers).  Continuity in the SOC 2000 code 6115 is required by some ASHE users.
It is important to note that since the SOC is a weighting variable in ASHE – that is, it is involved in the methodology that determines the extent to which individual records influence domain estimates – the estimates for ‘Care workers (SOC 6135 & 6136 – equiv. SOC 2000 6115)’ are not directly comparable with results from the SOC 2000 series. This is because the records were weighted on a SOC 2020 basis.  
To illustrate the small changes in groups due to reweighting we can compare the changeover from SOC 2000 to SOC 2011 in 2011, and then SOC 2011 to SOC2020 in 2021. If the 2011 figures for 6115 are compared on the two bases – 2011 provisional results (weighted on SOC 2000) and 2011 revised results (weighted on SOC 2010) – the difference in median gross weekly earnings for full-time employees is seen to be small (£327.20 Compared with £322.00).  This confirms that, in practice, continuity is achieved. The relationship between SOC groups 6145 & 6146 (SOC 2010) and 6135 & 6136 (SOC 2020) are the same. As mentioned above for the 2011 figures, there is a small difference due to weighting similarly in 2021 on the two bases – 2021 provisional results (weighted on SOC 2020) and 2021 provisional results (weighted on SOC 2010) – the difference in median gross weekly earnings for full-time employees is seen to be small (£423.90 Compared with £424.80).
